Overview

During the review process we created a typology in order to categorize information in an easy to understand, yet comprehensive format. This typology incorporates a wide range of information from community outreach tools to peer-reviewed journal articles. Below is the typology category, a description of each category and the intended content:
Community Outreach – This category includes public outreach documents meant to disseminate public health and planning information. These documents originate across sectors from non-profit to private institutions (ex. Pamphlets, brochures, and handouts).
Federal Level Planning – Includes federal-level planning documents (ex. guidance to states and local communities).
State Level Planning – Includes state-level planning documents (ex. guidance to localities and the general public).
Local/County Level Planning – Includes local-Planning documents (ex. public health information and guidance to general public).
State Public Health Departments – Information gathered from State Health Agencies and their respective websites (ex. State health department planning documents and planning process information, public health information and updates).
Local/County Health Departments – Information gathered from Local Health Department websites (ex. Local health department planning documents and planning process information, public health information and updates).
Institutional Clearinghouses – Websites that serve as information clearinghouses usually housed by public institutions (ex. National databases, large group studies and planning-related information).
Non-profit Organizations – These organizations disseminate public health information (ex. Generalized community outreach and information, websites provide public health updates).
Academic/Trade Publications/Newspaper Articles – Information/Documents related to Pandemic Flu and Flu Planning gathered from a variety of sources (ex. Topical research, relevant studies). 
Universities/Schools -- Pandemic planning information regarding schools & universities (ex. University-level planning documents, planning guidance from federal sources)
International – Includes documents and information originating overseas (ex. Best practice models at every level of government, information clearinghouses housed overseas)
